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The Syn: ‘Cathedral Of Love’

(Umbrello Records UMBRCD002 – Released Monday, October 17 2005)

In what must be the longest gap between singles releases in the history of rock and roll, The Syn release their new single, ‘Cathedral Of Love’, on the Umbrello Records label on Monday, October 17 2005. The band’s last single – ‘Flowerman’ / ‘Fourteen-Hour Technicolor Dream’ was released the small matter of thirty-eight years ago, in 1967 – the ‘Summer of Love’ of legend, and has gone on to become one of the most collectable 45s of the era.

The Syn (2005 version) comprise founder members Steve Nardelli (vocals) and Chris Squire (bass, vocals), joined by brothers Paul Stacey (guitars), Jeremy Stacey (drums), and Gerard Johnson (keyboards).
Despite the decades-long hiatus, ‘Cathedral Of Love’ showcases The Syn by way of a refreshingly contemporary ballad, in the ‘Progressive Modernist’ style that is very much their own. The distinctive bass guitar sound of Chris Squire is much in evidence, as one would expect, but Steve Nardelli’s contemplative vocal, and the band’s assured performances, and the strongly melodic, instantly-memorable song - make this one of 2005’s most surprising, and welcome releases. The Syn is no vanity project, however; although Chris Squire is not about to relinquish his role in the ongoing Yes story, both Chris and Steve Nardelli are committed to The Syn in its 2005 incarnation, and indeed, ‘Cathedral Of Love’ is taken (in edited form) from the forthcoming new album, Syndestructible, to be released at the end of October 2005, with live work and further releases in the offing.

As well as the sparkling brand new ‘A’ side, the single also includes the original 1960’s recordings of ‘Fourteen-Hour Technicolor Dream’ and the Freak Beat classic, ‘Grounded’, completing the circle, as it were.. Theses two archive tracks can be found on the compilation album, along with a 2004 re-recording of ‘Grounded’, on the bands recently released compilation album, ‘The Original Syn 1965-2004’, like ‘Cathedral Of Love’ released on the band’s own Umbrello label, and there are several other releases planned before the end of the year – watch this space. The Syn are also set to undertake some live shows later in 2005.
